On Tuesday, pastors of clustered and linked parishes gathered
together at the retreat house in Cedar Falls to consider pastoral
planning and to exchange ideas as we seek to minister in these
complicated situations. There were 12 pastors at this meeting. We
represented 42 parishes, which is roughly 25% of the parishes of the
Archdiocese. We have two clusters of six parishes and five clusters
with five parishes (like ours). | think I've been going to these gatherings
for 18 years now.

Some history — between 1868 and 1975, there were 35 parishes
that closed in the Archdiocese. During the 18 years that Archbishop
Hanus served, 64 parishes closed. Thankfully, many parishes were
established over the years as well. Back in 1992, when parishioners
were consulted about pastoral planning and archdiocesan leaders
pondered the future situation, Dyersville was thought to remain a single
parish, Earlville would link with Delhi, or Worthington, or Greeley.
Petersburg and New Vienna would be linked. Worthington would link
with Earlville or remain a single parish.

Our cluster was formed in the fall of 2008. Of course our five
parishes have collaborated with Beckman Catholic for over 50 years.
My experience of our cluster has been very favorable. Our pastoral
councils now meet on the same night. Our subcommittees of liturgy,
faith formation, social justice, and stewardship meet and serve
together. We have a cluster youth minister and staff members who
collaborate among the parishes and also meet together monthly. Our
cluster parishes share some expenses, especially those relating to
priests, proportionately according to the numbers of families we have. |
don’t foresee our cluster parishes being aligned differently. Thankfully
all of our parishes are sound financially and offer fruitful ministry. Most
clusters have centralized office/administration centers. Some clusters
have even consolidated the parishes with one financial system and one
pastoral council, while maintaining the various churches. Most
important for our future is that we are vibrant parishes driven by the
mission of Christ, offering strong hospitality, solid faith formation for
adults and children, engaging worship that draws people into God’s
presence, and meaningful outreach to those who are in need. We don’t
need chapels of convenience but committed Catholics who move from
the pew to the periphery.

Other Items:
